· Ann Harding Cheshire Home in Johannesburg, used their money to buy fresh fruit and vegetables to feed their disabled residents.

· APD Northern Cape in Upington, bought wheelchairs and wheelchair ramps for their buses.
· Basizeni Special School in Mpumalanga used their money to paint the school, fix the gutters and replaced broken windows.
· Botlokwa Disabled Learning Centre in Limpopo bought sports gear for their learners.
· Deafsa National office bought a DVD player.
· Doug Whitehouse School in Gauteng used their money to upgrade the playground and equipment.
· Epilepsy SA in Gauteng used their money for general running costs

· Eros School in the Western Cape painted their classrooms and bought more benches for the playground.

· Filadelfia School in Gauteng used the money to sponsor learners who are orphans in their school. They also have manylearners from very poor backgrounds and the money was utilised for them to meet their needs.
